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Your Agreement with ACC
This section covers the basic agreement between ACC and exhibitors at ACC.08.

Offi cial Exhibits

All offi  cial exhibits will be located in the exhibit hall and 
will be assigned by ACC.

Eligibility to Exhibit

! e annual Exposition is an important extension of 
the continuing education program of ACC. It is an 
opportunity for cardiovascular specialists to learn about 
the most up-to-date products and services available. 
ACC reserves the right, even if an Application has been 
approved, to refuse exhibits, curtail activities or close 
exhibits or parts of exhibits that do not, in ACC’s sole 
determination, comply with its rules and regulations.

Applicants that meet the following criteria will be 
deemed eligible to exhibit at the ACC Annual Scientifi c 
Session Exposition:

1.   ! e applicant’s products or services must be 
educational or professional in nature.

2.   ! e applicant must classify its product/service using at 
least one of the product/service categories listed on the 
Application & Contract. Write-in categories will not 
be considered.

3.   ! e applicant and the applicant’s goods or services to 
be exhibited are considered by ACC to be consistent 
with ACC’s scientifi c or public policies, positions, 
statements or guidelines. ! is also includes the parent 
or subsidiary corporation of the applicant or goods 
and services thereof, which must also be deemed by 
ACC to be consistent with ACC’s scientifi c or public 
policies, positions, statements or guidelines.

4.   ! e applicant agrees to comply with the policies 
and Rules and Regulations contained in the Exhibit 
Prospectus, including those policies that govern the 
submission of the Application & Contract.

5.   All products and services shown on the Expo fl oor 
must meet FDA guidelines and standards or be 
FDA-approved.

6.   Only products or services listed on the original 
Application and approved by ACC may be exhibited.

7.   ! e applicant must be fi nancially stable. ACC reserves 
the right to request data establishing a company’s 
fi nancial stability, even if the company has exhibited 
in the past. ! e pending or fi ling of bankruptcy or 
insolvency proceedings with respect to an exhibiting 
company at or after the submission of its Application 
will result in automatic cancellation of the company’s 

exhibit space, even though ACC may have accepted 
the company’s Application. 

8.   Exhibitors who, in the sole opinion of the offi  cials 
of ACC, conduct themselves unethically or not in 
accordance with the Rules and Regulations may be 
dismissed from the meeting/exposition without refund 
or may be prohibited from exhibiting at future ACC 
Annual Scientifi c Session Expositions. 

9.   Upon submitting an Application for exhibit space, 
the exhibitor agrees that the information contained in 
this Prospectus is an integral and binding part of the 
exhibit space contract, and that it is the responsibility 
of the exhibiting company to distribute information 
to ensure that all individuals responsible for the 
company’s participation and all individuals staffi  ng 
the booth are aware of the Rules and Regulations 
governing the meeting.

First-Time Exhibitors

Applicants that have not previously exhibited at an 
ACC Annual Scientifi c Session Exposition must check 
the “First-Time Exhibitor” box on the Application & 
Contract. Applications from First-Time Exhibitors 
will be reviewed by the ACC Exhibits Subcommittee 
of the Annual Scientifi c Session Program Committee 
(ASSPC) for eligibility before a space assignment is made. 
Please allow suffi  cient time for processing of First-Time 
Exhibitor Applications. All exhibits will be reviewed on 
site by the Exhibits Subcommittee.

Exhibits Subcommittee Review 
of Exhibiting Companies

All exhibits are subject to periodic review by the Exhibits 
Subcommittee of the Annual Scientifi c Session Program 
Committee. Only those exhibits deemed eligible based 
on the criteria listed above will be permitted to exhibit at 
future ACC Annual Scientifi c Session Expositions.

Rules & Regulations: 
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Qualifying Exhibit Categories

Advances in technology and treatment have changed 
the way cardiovascular professionals treat their patients 
and manage their practices. As we approach the 57th 
Annual Scientifi c Session, the Exhibits Subcommittee of 
the Annual Scientifi c Session Program Committee has 
approved the categories of products and services from 
which exhibit applicants must choose when applying for 
exhibit space. In order to maintain the informational and 
educational objectives of the Scientifi c Session and the 
Exposition, all exhibitors, irrespective of past participation, 
must choose from the list of categories on the back of the 
Application. Only the categories listed on the Application 
will be considered. Applications received without this 
information will be returned for completion prior to 
processing and assignment.

Space Assignment

Although ACC will attempt to accommodate exhibitor 
requests for specifi c booths, no guarantees can be made 
that the exhibitor will be assigned the specifi c booth(s) 
requested. ! e exhibitor acknowledges that he/she is not 
contracting for a specifi c booth(s), but rather for the right 
to participate as an exhibitor in ACC.08.

Relocation of Exhibits

ACC reserves the right to alter locations of exhibits 
as shown on the offi  cial fl oor plan, if deemed, in the 
sole discretion of ACC, to be advisable or in the best 
interests of ACC.08.

Attendance

ACC makes reasonable attempts to attract quality 
exhibitors and attendees to its exhibition, but 
makes no representation or warranties with respect 
to demographic nature, quality and/or number of 
exhibitors and/or attendees. Traffi  c by any given booth 
is a function of eff orts made by the particular exhibiting 
company to attract attendees to that particular exhibit 
(including pre-show and on-site promotional eff orts) 
and not the responsibility of ACC.

Exhibit Space Rates

Terms of Payment

1.   A 30% deposit, in the form of a check, credit card 
(subject to 3% processing fee) or wire transfer in 
U.S. dollars drawn on a U.S. bank, must accompany 
Applications received by Sept. 7, 2007, the Priority 
Point deadline, to be considered for space assignment. 
Companies paying by wire transfer must cover all 
applicable transfer fees assessed by both the sending and 
receiving banks.

2.   ! e balance must be received on or before Nov. 30, 
2007. If full payment is not received by this date, the 
exhibitor will be notifi ed that its assigned space has 
been forfeited and will pay as liquidated damages 30% 
of the total contracted booth space fee.

3.   After Nov. 30, 2007, full payment is required with all 
Applications and is 100% non-refundable.

4.   International exhibitors may pay by check in U.S. funds 
drawn on a U.S. institution, by wire transfer or by 
VISA, MasterCard or American Express credit cards. 
Checks drawn on non-U.S. banks will be returned to 
applicants, which will delay the approval process of the 
Application. Companies paying by wire transfer must 
cover all applicable transfer fees assessed by both the 
sending and receiving banks.

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Cancellation or Reduction 
of Exhibit Space or ExpoSuite Space

Notifi cation of an exhibitor’s decision to cancel or reduce 
exhibit space or ExpoSuite space must be submitted in 
writing to:

! e date of receipt will be the offi  cial cancellation/
reduction date, as follows: 

1.   If the exhibitor cancels or reduces exhibit space between 
Sept. 7, 2007, and Nov. 30, 2007, the exhibitor will 
pay as liquidated damages 30% of the total contracted 
space fee.

2.   If the exhibitor cancels or reduces exhibit space after 
Nov. 30, 2007, the exhibitor will pay as liquidated 
damages 100% of the total contracted space fee.

If the exhibitor fails to pay 100% of the total contracted 
space fee by Nov. 30, 2007, or with Applications 
received after that date, ACC will cancel the exhibitor’s 
participation and is free to assign the released space to 
other companies. Cancellation of participation does not 
release the exhibiting company from its obligation to pay 
100% of the total contracted space fee and/or all other fees 
and expenses incurred by exhibiting companies as a result 
of said cancellation.

Cancellation and reduction policies for ExpoSuite space 
are outlined in the ExpoSuite Rules & Regulations document, 
which will be sent to exhibitors in October 2007.

ACC retains the right to utilize cancelled space at its 
discretion.
 

Important Housing 
and Satellite Event Information 

When ACC receives written notice that an exhibiting 
company is cancelling space, satellite event approvals and 
all housing reservations held by such company will be 
cancelled immediately. No exceptions will be granted. 

No-Show Policy

Any booth unoccupied by noon on Saturday, March 29, 
2008, will be regarded as a “no-show.” ! e exhibitor will 
have been deemed to have cancelled the exhibit space 
contract, and, as such, the exhibitor will pay as liquidated 
damages 100% of the total contracted space fee and will 
not be awarded any priority points for ACC.08. All freight 
will be removed from the exhibitor’s booth and returned to 
the loading dock at the exhibitor’s expense, and ACC will 
be free to assign the space to other exhibiting companies or 
utilize the space at its discretion.

Exhibitor General Conduct

All exhibitors are expected to contribute to an overall 
professional environment, and ACC reserves the right to 
make on-site judgments regarding conduct that detracts 
from the environment.

For security reasons, exhibitors and their vendors, 
contractors and agents must wear their badges at all 
times in the exhibit hall during installation, exhibit hours 
and dismantle, and conduct themselves and wear attire 
consistent with the professional decorum of the meeting.

As a courtesy to those attending ACC.08 and to 
fellow exhibitors, booths must be open and staff ed during 
all Exposition dates and hours of operation. Failure to do 
so will result in loss of the exhibitor’s priority points for 
ACC.08, and/or aff ect the company’s ability to exhibit at 
future ACC Annual Scientifi c Sessions.
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Enforcement of Rules and Regulations

By applying for exhibit space, an exhibitor agrees to adhere 
to all conditions and Rules and Regulations outlined in 
the Prospectus. Any violations will subject the exhibiting 
company to the following possibilities:

1.   When possible, ACC will issue a warning on the spot, 
so that an exhibiting company can correct a violation. 
If the issuance of such a warning is not practical, or 
will not serve immediately to correct the violation, 
ACC will inform the off ending company in writing 
of the complaint following the meeting. ACC reserves 
the right to determine what, if any, penalty will be 
imposed. Priority Points violations may be issued and/or 
the exhibit may be closed based on the severity of the 
violation.

2.   Any exhibiting company that has been given a warning 
or notice of violation and has failed to take corrective 
action will be subject to penalties, as follows:

 •  First violation will result in the exhibiting 
company losing priority points for that year. 
(For a full explanation of the Priority Points 
system, see page 27.)

 •  Second violation will result in the exhibiting 
company losing one-half of its accrued priority 
points. 

 •  ! ird violation will result in the exhibiting 
company losing all its accrued priority points.

 •  Fourth violation will result in the exhibiting 
company losing its eligibility to exhibit with 
ACC for up to three years.

3.  Each exhibiting company has only a terminable 
license to exhibit. If ACC determines that an 
exhibitor has failed to comply with any rule herein 
or any directive issued by ACC show management, 
ACC may terminate this license and close the exhibit 
without notice.

4.  All interpretations of the Rules and Regulations and 
all letters and questions not specifi cally covered in this 
Prospectus are subject to the decision of ACC, through 
the Exhibits Subcommittee of the ASSPC or the 
Director, Exposition, whose decision will be fi nal.

Miscellaneous

Once signed by the exhibitor and ACC, the Application 
& Contract is irrevocable, and the rights of ACC under 
this Contract shall not be deemed waived except as 
specifi cally stated in writing by an authorized representative 
of ACC. ! e exhibitor further agrees that on acceptance 
of this agreement by ACC, with or without appropriate 
or timely payment of any and all fees, this agreement shall 
become binding and enforceable in accordance with its 
terms. ! is Contract will be binding on the exhibitor’s and 
ACC’s successors. If any term, clause or provision hereof 
is held invalid or unenforceable by a court of competent 
jurisdiction, such invalidity shall not aff ect the validity or 
operation of any other term, clause or provision, and the 
invalid term, clause or provision shall be deemed to be 
severed from the agreement.

Applicable Law 

Any claim or cause of action arising out of this agreement 
shall be governed exclusively by the law of the District of 
Columbia without regard to its confl ict of laws principles. 
Any claim or cause of action arising under this agreement 
shall be adjudicated exclusively in the local or federal courts 
of the District of Columbia. ! e exhibitor hereby submits 
to the personal jurisdiction of the courts located in the 
District of Columbia.

Amendments

! ese Rules and Regulations may be amended at any time 
by ACC, and all amendments so made shall be binding on 
exhibitors equally with the original Rules and Regulations.

Liability and Insurance

Each party involved in the Exposition—exhibit hall, 
Convention Center, hotels, owners and exhibitors—agrees 
to be responsible for any claims arising out of its own 
negligence or that of its employees or agents.

! e exhibitor shall, at its sole cost and expense, 
procure and maintain through the term of this contract 
comprehensive general liability insurance against claims 
for bodily injury or death and property loss or damage 
occurring in or upon or resulting from the premises leased 
by ACC. Such insurance shall include contractual liability 
and product liability coverage, with combined single limits

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of liability of not less than $2,000,000. Such insurance 
shall name ACC and the Metropolitan Pier and Exposition 
Authority/McCormick Place as additional insureds. ! e 
exhibitor shall be required to provide ACC with said 
certifi cate of insurance indicating the appropriate insurance 
coverage.

ACC will bear no liability for personal injuries, 
whether suff ered by an exhibitor, its employees, its 
contractors, agents or business invitees. ACC will also 
assume no liability for loss or damage to the property of an 
exhibitor, its employees, its contractors, agents or business 
invitees, regardless of the cause, unless such injury or 
damage results from, or is caused directly or exclusively by, 
the negligence or wrongful acts of ACC.

Each exhibitor, in making application for space, 
agrees to protect, indemnify and hold harmless ACC, the 
Metropolitan Pier and Exposition Authority/McCormick 
Place, GES Exposition Services, and their offi  cers, directors, 
agents and employees from any and all claims, liability, 
damages or expenses asserted against them or incurred by 
them as a result of, or in connection with, any loss of or 
damage to property, or injury to persons resulting from, 
arising out of or in any way connected with the negligence, 
wrongful acts of or breach of contract by the exhibitor or its 
agents, servants or employees.

ACC shall in no event be liable to an exhibitor for any 
lost business opportunities or for any other type of indirect, 
consequential or other type of damages alleged to be due 
from a breach of this contract or other arising under this 
agreement or in connection with ACC.08. It is understood 
and agreed that the sole liability of ACC to the exhibitor for 
any breach of this contract or for any other cause of action 
under any theory of liability arising under this agreement 
or in connection with ACC.08 shall be limited to refund of 
all amounts paid by the exhibitor to ACC pursuant to this 
contract, as an exclusive remedy.

Exposition Cancellation by ACC 

ACC may terminate the exhibitor’s Contract and/or 
ACC.08 (or part of it) when ACC, in its sole discretion, 
believes that (a) the premises in which the exhibition is 
or is to be conducted has become unfi t for occupancy, or 
(b) the holding of ACC.08 or ACC’s performance under 
the contract is substantially or materially prevented or 
interfered with by a cause or causes not reasonably within 
ACC’s control. ACC is not responsible for delays, damage, 

loss, increased costs or other unfavorable conditions that 
arise as a result of such termination. Furthermore, in the 
event of such termination, ACC may retain such part of the 
exhibitor’s exhibit fees as shall be required to recompense 
ACC for expenses incurred up to the time of such termination 
or incident to such termination, with no liability for either 
party to the Contract. ! e exhibitor waives all claims for 
damages or recovery of payments made, except for the 
return of the pro-rated amount paid for exhibit space less 
expenses incurred by ACC.

  e above phrase “a cause or causes not reasonably within 
ACC’s control” includes but is not limited to: fi re; casualty; 
fl ood; epidemic; earthquake; explosion; accident; blockage; 
embargo; inclement weather; act or threat of terrorism; riot 
or civil disturbance; strike, lockout, boycott or other labor 
disturbance; inability to secure necessary labor; technical or 
personnel failure; lack of or impaired transportation facilities; 
inability to obtain, condemnation, requisition or commandeering 
of necessary supplies or equipment or services; orders or 
restraints imposed by civil defense, military or other types of 
governmental authorities; or acts of God; or such circumstances 
making ACC’s performance impossible or commercially 
impracticable in its sole discretion.
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
